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New Oregon Law Outlaws Cell
Phones and Texting (almost)

    Effective January 1, 2010, a new Oregon law went 
into effect that prohibits all drivers from using a mobile 
communication device while operating a motor vehicle. 
A mobile communication device is defined as “a text 
messaging device or a wireless, two-way communication 
device designed to receive and transmit voice or text 
communication”. 
    Under the new law, if you are over the age of 18, you 
may use a wireless device if you are using a hands free 
accessory that allows you to keep both hands on the 
wheel while you are driving. Drivers that are under the 
age of 18 may not use a wireless device in any case ex-
cept specific situations, such as 
emergency, farming or agricul-
tural operations. 
    SCTC/PTC now carries a 
variety of Bluetooth wireless 
headsets that you can safely and 
legally use while you drive in 
Oregon.
